The meeting was opened with a prayer from Mary.
The minutes were reviewed via email then
approved. A response email should be sent to lvy
stating the minutes were received.

Treasurer’'s report was reviewed by Cynthia. The
month of November did not look too bad. Expenses
included the new water heater, the light, drawer
and sign. Cynthia went over the balances in the
accounts. Discussion ensued on different
possibilities for the donated monies. The report was
approved.

Current/Pending Business

Skyline Ad — Debbie has copies of the ad which
she has shown to the council members. We will
receive 50 free copies to distribute to newer
members of the community.

Open and Affirming Church materials - Pastor
Jim currently has the materials. There was
discussion concerning setting a deadline for the
church to make the open and affirming declaration,
either the congregational meeting in 2010 or 2011.
The council will revisit setting a date after Pastor
Jim reviews the material. Everyone agreed that this
is a step the church should take.
